Mayflower High School has been serving the community of Billericay for over 50 years. Mayflower is a caring school, in which all individuals are able to learn, grow, contribute and develop self-knowledge with as much enjoyment as possible
Aims
The core aim of Mayflower High School is to maximise success, well-being and achievement by delivering outstanding provision for all within a culture of equality, understanding and mutual respect and to prepare our students for their roles as global citizens.

Facilities
Mayflower High School offers excellent facilities to support and enhance all areas of the curriculum. We are well equipped to cater for the needs of the 21st Century learner. We are constantly extending resources as part of our Improvement Plan, taking into account current thinking regarding teaching and learning.

Currently, the school boasts 11 fully equipped Science laboratories.  In addition to three modern suites, dedicated to the teaching of Computer Science as a subject, the school has developed ten more ICT suites with modern, state-of-the-art machines, with a mix of both fat and thin client provision.  The specialist Design and Technology rooms incorporate four workshops, an ICT CAD/CAM suite, two well-equipped Food Technology rooms and a room dedicated to Child Development.  There are specialist Music rooms, incorporating industry-standard Music Technology software, with adjoining practice rooms.  In addition, there are specialist Art rooms and a large Drama Studio.

The well-resourced Learning Resource Centre contains over 12,000 loan items, with up-to-date provision for computers.  The Progress Centre, sited at the heart of the school, provides for the individual needs of our students and houses our Dyslexia Centre.  Our Sixth Form Centre contains additional specialist classrooms for our sixth form students, as well as its own dedicated ICT suite.  There is superb provision for all sports, including a heated indoor swimming pool, a full-size sports hall with badminton courts, basketball and volleyball courts, a gymnasium, extensive playing fields and outdoor tennis courts.  Many other specialist rooms are available for the teaching of English, Mathematics, Modern Languages, Geography, History, Religious Studies, Lifeskills, Business Studies, Economics and Law.  
All teachers are provided with laptops for teaching and learning and we have installed interactive whiteboards and projectors across the school. Mobile technology is being extensively used within the development of whole school Literacy and at a department level within SEND and Dyslexia.
External recognition of the school’s achievements includes the Healthy Schools Award and the Geography Quality Mark. The school is an integral part of the Billericay Community Trust, a registered charity comprising 15 schools in Billericay, the Billericay Teaching School Alliance and the Mid-Essex Initial Teaching Training Consortium. The Billericay Community Trust's aim is to create innovative learning opportunities in Billericay by working collectively with local businesses and community organisations. 

The school is organised into nine forms of entry, with an agreed admission number of 270 students into Year 7.  Each year group is allocated a head of year, who oversees the academic progress and welfare of individual students within the year.  All students are placed in mixed ability tutor groups.  In Years 7 and 8, all students follow the same curriculum with setted groups in Science and Mathematics.   In Modern Languages, all students learn French and Spanish.  In Year 9, all students start their GCSE study in Science, Mathematics and Religious Studies. From Year 10, a ‘Pathways’ model is in place to address personalised learning, with students following the EBacc (English Baccalaureate), Progress or Foundation pathway.  Students continue to follow their statutory curriculum with a full range of GCSE courses to meet their entitlement.  
School uniform is worn by students in Years 7 to 11 as an integral part of school discipline, promoting positive attitudes, good standards and a suitable image in the eyes of the community.  Sixth Form students adhere to their own dress code, which has been drawn up by the Sixth Form Council.
Sixth Form

Mayflower High School’s Sixth Form has a strong sense of community. Students have many opportunities to develop a range of transferable skills, both academically and socially. Our large Sixth Form enjoy a range of over 40 subjects, including GCSE, BTEC and A Level courses.  Within the Sixth Form, which is housed in its own Sixth Form Centre, students are organised into 16 tutor groups, named after famous scientists and mathematicians.  Attendance is checked on a lesson-by-lesson basis, supported by a biometric system when students arrive on or leave the site.  We pride ourselves on our mentoring and monitoring of student progress. Students are well supported to ensure that they meet challenging targets. Sixth form students make a significant contribution to the school and local community. Many students are involved in mentoring younger students, organising social and charity events and leading extra-curricular activities. The vast majority of our students progress to higher education courses and all students are given strong support and guidance with the UCAS and job application processes. 

General Information
The school is fortunate enough to have a thriving PTFA [Parents, Teachers and Friends’ Association], which is highly regarded in the local community.  The work of the school is ably supported by over 100 support staff, who support the curriculum work of the school, through typing, reprographics, examinations administration and invigilation, the secretarial, reception, financial, site and other aspects of the operation of this large and flourishing establishment. 
The school operates a cashless system for the catering service using biometric authentication at the food counter till point in the canteen.
The school site is a non-smoking area.

Billericay is a commuter town of around 40,000 inhabitants, east of Brentwood and south of Chelmsford.  The town, which is surrounded by countryside, is situated 35 miles from London, with regular transport links into the capital.  It is 16 miles from the coast and 20 minutes from the M25.
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
